TKB last but most certainly not the least of the improvements which have been 
e.lleoted in uonnection with the posuil aervice of the island is that of fueest11.blishmen~ 
of a 1yatem of inland paatal telegraph. 

The idea of establiahing commum~~ion by electric telegraph throughout theialand 
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appears to have been under the consideration of the Government sinoethe year 1859, 
for on the l at of November of that year we find the Governor, Sir Oharlea Darling, 
referring to the matter in hie speech to the Legislature in the following manner : 
"Although I am unnble to announce that any of the enterprises to which you?' count~ 
nanee and support have been afforded, either by way of pecuniary grant or legislative 
guarantee, have yet been commenced, I venture to recommend to your consideration 
as a public work, which would, I think, fall within the reach of our financial resource11 
and prove of advantage to the intcresta of commerce, and the conduct of public affairs, 
while conducing to the protection and convenience of theinhabihmtagenerally, the es­
tablishment of communication by electric telegraph between the harbours of Port Mo­
rant and Lucea, with the intermediate connection of the principal townaandahip.ping 
port• of the island. r will place you in possession of the information r haveobta.med 
aa to the probable cost of the erection and mM.ntenance of such an establishment. 

"From data of thill nature, in conjunction with your intimate knowledge of the 
circumatancea and habit& of all classes of the people, you will be enAbled to judge how 
far 1uehan undertaking will be justified in the present economic and social condition 
of the colony." 

Both of the Legislative Bodies in reply to the above speech promised to give their 
best attention to the work. 

Tho proposal to transfer the Post Office to the colony, however, led to the abandon• 
ment of the scheme, for in a message from the Governor to the A.asembly, dated 30th 
N ovember, 1809, we find the following: "While the effect of the proposed transfer 
upon the public revenue is still unascerta.ined the Governor does not consider it &d· 
via11ble to propose to the House of Assam bly to unction any expenditure for the p~ 
pose of establishing iruch telegraphic communication." 

Here the 1111estion o.ppears to have been drop peel; and while no doubt the advantage• 
pointed out so forcibly by Sir Charles Darling to tho Legislature have been fnlly re­
cognized bysucce11siveGovernmentsand the matter hasreceived the fullest consider­
ation, it was ~ir Anthony Musgrave, at the in11t11nce of the late M.r. Frederic Sulli­
van, then Postmaster for Jamaica, who conferred upon the island the inestimable 
boon ofa aystem of inland telegraph, of which the public generallyhtlve evinced a due 
appreciation. 

On the 30th January,1879,a law authorising the establishment of an inland tele­
graph system w&a passed. Under tbis law the Dll'eetor of Public Works is entrusted 
with the erection and mainteMnce of the lines, while, following the example of the 
Imperial Government, the management of the department is vested in the Post. 
master for Jamaica. 

As soon as poasi ble after the passing of the Act a School of Telegraphy was opened in 
Kingston under the Superintendent of Telegraphs. Atthiochool as welt as nt the Dis­
trict Statio1111all the Telegraph Operators employed in the service have been trained. 

The Telegraph Department is worked on the system which experience hae proved to 
be successful in England, and which has been equally successful in Jamaica. Tele­
graphic communication wns first established between Kingston and St. Ann's on the 
20th of October, 187{), and the circuit of the island was completed on the 4th Ma.rcb, 
.1881. Stations have been established at the followingplnceun&ddition to Kingston:

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The charge for telegrams throughout J11maica is one ehilling (b.) for the first 
t wenty worda and threepence (3d.) for every additional five words, i.e., for every e.d­

-ditional group of not more than five words, the names and addressee of the Sender 
and Receiver not being counted. 

If the Addressee reaide within one mile of the terminal office tho telegram is de­
livered by rueuenger without any additional charge; but if beyond that limit the 
following porterage fee must be prepaid :-

. a. Ii the whole distance be under three milea at a charge oisixpence (Gd.) per mile, 
counting from boundary or the free delivery. 

I . If the distance be over three miles at a charge of one ehilling ( ls.) per mile, oount­
ing from the office. 

The charges forthe trall8miasion and for porterage of telegrams must be pre-paid 
by means of adhll.!live stamps which are procurable at each station, of which there are 
two denominations, viz., la. and Sd. Books containing twenty message forms, each 
form being embo111ed with a st&mp of the face value of ls., may also be purchased a.t 
the head station and other principal district stationa at the rate of 20s. Sd. These 
books are prepared for use with carbonic ink paper, so that copies can bo retained of 
the me88ages. 

Persons resident at a place to which the Island Telegraph Line hu not yet been 
~ded can benefit by its use on the following conditions:-

1. If the words "By P ost" with the name of a telegraph station be written on a 
m e11Bage it will be wired to such station and forwarded from thence to its postal 
.addre1s by first post. 

2. If a letter marked "Ou Post Office Telegraph Business" be sent l>y p04t tu the 
Telegraph Olerk at any station tbe message onclosed will he promptly forwardOO. by 
we from such station. In this case the letter by post mu11t beregiat~red and the 
4:011t of the message enclosed in telegraph stamps or coin. 

3. No charge will be made in either case for postage or registration.

telegrams addressed to the United Kingdom or to any Foreign Place with which 
'here is telegraphic communication are accepted at auy Telegraph Station in Ja.­
maica on payment of the inland rate, in addition to the amount charged by the Cable 
Company, which may be ascertained by application at each station ; such payment; 
must be made in coal~. 

Return messages from places abroad will be delivered as addressed, subject to the 
charge for porterage, if any, and to any other claim for conveyance. 

The office hours of the Telegraph Department are from 7 a.m. to 5 p.m. daily­
Snndays excepted.
