4o find that it has since been established under Your Excellency’sinstructions, and that it1s working with
the most satisfactory results.

5 We also examined him with the view of eliciting his opinion as to whether a service of light mail
carriages, to carry a Jimited number of passengers, migh{ not with ;ul\'unf'uge be established, and it i1s very
satistactory to us to know that a vehicle of this description is now running regularly under contract be-
tween Kingston and Mandeville. 'We hope that this service w ill be gradually extended to other parts of
the Ieland.

6, The introduction of letter-boxes on the American system was further brought to the attention of
the Postmaster, more particularly with reference to the Central Office in liingsi'cm._uncl lhv'n‘nll_\" rliti%uuhy
that he apprehended was the want of space with the limited amount of room at his disposal. This difficulty
has since been surmounted and letter-boxes provided to the great convemence oI merchants and others.

" We found Mr. Sullivan most ready to concur in every suggestion tending to promote the public
interests, and we have much pleasure in rr»-pr:ri'mg that we consider his Depuartment qut"nf the best ma-
maeed under Government. We have no suggzestions to offer upon points of detail, belit ving the organisa-
tion to be as complete as it can well be made, and to be vigilantly supervised ; nor do we think the expen-
diture excessive, or the Staff unduly laree, bearing in mind the nature and extent of the work to be performed.
